[TMA], Transportation Alternatives Program-TMA, and STP-Urban) for inclusion in the draft FY2019-2023 Regional Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP).

e FY2018 — 2022 TIP. Recommended COMPASS Board of Directors approval of an amendment to the FY2018-2022 TIP to add a hydraulic study of a
bridge over the Boise River on State Highway 95, remove a study to investigate urban area funding allocation methods, remove a railroad crossing
project in the City of Caldwell, and increase funding and advance another railroad crossing project, also in the City of Caldwell. The COMPASS Board
of Directors will receive this proposed amendment for action in its April 16, 2018, meeting.

e Member UPWP Requests. Recommended eight member agency requests for inclusion in the FY2019 COMPASS Unified Planning Work Program and
Budget (UPWP). This recommendation will be provided to the Finance Committee for consideration as it develops the FY2019 UPWP.

e CIM 2040 2.0 Unfunded Priorities. Recommended prioritized lists of unfunded state, local, and public transportation projects for inclusion in
